Burg Layer Schlosskapelle Auslese White Germany

Tasting notes:
This late harvest wine has fine fruity aromas of juicy peach and ripe apricot that diffuse from the glass, with an elegant and
pleasant finish. Ideal for a cozy evening with friends. Lovers of mild wines enjoy it with special desserts.

Freinsheimer Kerner Eiswein (500ml) | White Germany

Tasting notes:

This ice wine fascinates with its playful, multifaceted palette of aromas. Juicy fresh apricots and peaches, joined by aromas of ripe
blackcurrants characterize the nose and taste. Fruity and elegant, dense and opulent, with a fine, wonderful fruit sweetness - a top
guality wine.

Chevalier de Bayard Red France _

Tasting notes:

This wine shines ruby-red in the glass, with purple reflections. Its bouquet combines fine aromas of blackberry and elder. The
tannins are warm and soft-which creates a pleasantly round flavour. This gentle red is excellent with delicate stews, veal, pork or
lamb. If you are serving it with cheese, you should choose a mild, high-fat cheese.

Lambrusco Frizzante Sparkling Italy _

Lambrusco is a sparkling red wine that is produced from the vines of the same name. It is mainly located in Emilia Romagna
(Central Italy). If you are looking for something truly unique and refreshing, this Lambrusco is must.

Bor Forras- late harvest Red Hungary

Tasting notes:

Best served chilled, this wine is famous for its strong, full-bodied fruit, mature tannins and purple-red colour. A fiery purple-red
sparkles in the glass. Its bouquet is reminiscent of ripe sweet cherries and raspberries, and is often compared to a nice Port. Its
flavour is elegant, with velvety, soft tannins.
